ASEAN Member States’ (AMS) representatives recognized that the phytosanitary 
certificate plays a key role in ensuring the health and safety of agricultural 
commodities traded in ASEAN. 

Exchanging phytosanitary certificate electronically will help to :
 Reduce the risk of fraudulent certificates, 
 Expedite the clearance of these perishable commodities,
 Enhance the compliance with Phytosanitary measures.

ASEAN Sanitary and Phytosanitary Contact Point (ASCP) 
agreed to support the possible exchange of electronic 
phytosanitary (e-Phyto) certificates through the ASEAN 
Single Window (ASW) Enabling Infrastructure.

Point-to-Point Tests 
Point-to-Point Tests should be carried out to ensure that each step 
in the process described in the information flow are working 
satisfactorily within each AMS’ own test environment.

End-to-End Tests
The next phase would be to carry out End-to-End Tests with other 
participating AMS, one-by-one.

Parallel Tests
The same End-to-End Tests should be repeated in the production 
environment, to simulate live Parallel Tests.
